DAY 1: ARRIVE SINGAPORE | GLITTERING

Head to Gardens by
the Bay to admire the Supertree Grove and watch an amazing sound and light show.

Admire the views across to Marina Bay. Head to Clarke Quay to see the bumboats that used to ferry the

city's maritime cargo. Cruise down the Singapore River to admire the city skyline.
