DAY 1: MEET UP AT KOTA KINABALU (BKI) K‘%%'% swtﬂ r;a;j::j;

DAY 2: KOTA KINABALU | ISLAND HOPPING (B, L)

Today is island hopping day. We will visit Manukan

island and Sapi island, part of Tunku Abdul Marine Park. With crystal clear waters, it was
easy to see all the colorful fish without even putting a mask on. The snorkeling is fantastic. There

are easy hiking trails and tasty food.

DAY 3: KOTA KINABALU - SANDAKAN - SUKAU | RAINFOREST WILDLIFE (B, L, D)

Fly to Sandakan today. The world famous Sepilok Orangutan Rehabilitation Centre rescues orphaned
and injured orangutans, there are 60-80 in the reserve. A popular show stopper is the outdoor nursery.
See the rescued loveable pint-sized bears at the Bornean Sun Bear Conservation Centre. Enjoy a
wildlife river cruise at Lower Kinabatangan River Sanctuary and be on the lookout for elephants,

orangutans, proboscis monkeys, macaques, gibbons, otters, crocodiles and colorful birds. The river itself
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is populated by freshwater sharks, crocodiles, stingrays and a great variety of fish species. Followed by

a river cruise to Menanggul River. Then relax in a river side lodge in Sukau.

DAY 4: SUKAU | RIVER CRUISE, CAVE EXCURSION (B, L, D)

Today take a river cruise to Oxbow Lake. The river cruise is the quintessential experience on a
holiday in Borneo. There’s something magical about watching the sunrise with wild monkeys
swinging through the trees. Oxbow Lake is one of the main sites for short treks in this area.
Explore Gomantong Cave, it is the largest bird's nests cave in Sabah. Edible bird’s nests are a

Chinese delicacy.

DAY 5: SUKAU -DANUM VALLEY | JUNGLE TREKKING, NIGHT DRIVE (B, L, D)
Transfer to Danum Valley. After check-in, we receive an introduction to the rainforest on the Nature
Trail and the Canopy Walkway. In the evening, a special treat is the night drive on an open-air truck in
search of nocturnal animals and insects. Your chance to spot leopard cats, civets, slow loris and flying

squirrels amongst the many creatures of the night!

DAY 6: DANUM VALLEY | JUNGLE TREK, NIGHT WALK (B, L, D)

Your guide leads the trek to the Kadazandusun burial site — Coffin Cliff. We continue to the View
Point for a bird’s eye view of the Danum Valley and Borneo’s lowland rainforest area. Descend to the
Jacuzzi Pool for a refreshing dip or enjoy water tubing in the Danum River. In the evening, if weather

permits, enjoy a Night Walk to look for the smaller creatures of the forest.

DAY 7: DANUM VALLEY - LAHAD DATU - KOTA KINABALU (B, L)
The tour comes to an end today. You will be transferred to Lahad Datu Airport to fly to Kota

Kinabalu International Airport (BKI) for your flight home.
